NH 10 was reopened for one=
way traffic on Sunday after

being closed due to landslides
triggered by heavy rainfall at
19" Mile and 20" Mile.

The road was blocked for
20 hours since Saturday
evening following the
landslides. Because of the
heavy rain and active slides,
road restoration work could not
be carried out immediately.

After staying in jam for

hours, vehicles had to take a
detour via the alternate route
of Rangpo-Duga-Pendam, and
Rangpo-Rorathang-Pakyong
for people visiting Gangtok as
the highway was blocked at 4"
Mile as well.

The one-way traffic
resumed today at 2 pm with
serpentine jams on both sides
of'the landslide, so the families
