His house has
been severely damaged and
has been asked to shift to a
safer place.

“Prior to the
construction  of the
alternative road, such slides
had never taken place. More
than 58 houses have reported

some form of damage out of
which four families have been
issued evacuation notices by
the authorities. We received
some relief package but we are
hopeful that the State
government will extend full
support in restoring our
houses,” said Rai,

Earlier in theday, Golay,
also the SKM pres:dem
inaugurated the SKM Upper
Tadong constituency party
office near Khangri Petrol
Pump, Daragaon.

Area ML G.T. Dhungel
shared that this SKM party
office existed back in 2013 but
was later closed due to some
issues.
