Siblings lose their

houses in fire

GEYZING; June 28: Two
wooden houses were
completely gutted in a fire at
Upper Sapreynagi in Siktam
Tikpur GPU under Daramdin
constituency on Monday. The
two-storeyed wooden houses,
belonging to siblings Tshering
Temba Sherpa and Nim Doma
Sherpa, were located adjacent
to one another.

The reason behind the
sudden outbreak was electrical
short circuit, claimed the
neighbours of the affected
families,

As per the locals, the fire
broke out at the house of
Tshering Temba Sherpa at
around 11 am and the flaring
flames blazed the house of
Nim Doma Sherpa, located in
close proximity, as well. The

two families have been
rendered homeless.

Despite the best efforts
put up by the neighbours, the
houses were completely
damaged in the fire. There was
no human casualty, but
unfortunately, the families
lost their valuable goods and
important documents in the
fire

It was informed that the
locals have come to fire
victims’ aid and are helping
out the victims’ families.

The BDO of the
concerned block and local
panchayat members visited
the fire victim families today
and took stock of the damages
caused in the fire.: They
assured the affected families
of necessary governmental
assistance after the required
assessment.
